SQ Injection in Mice
(Maria Lang, RLATG, CVT – 2006 Technician Lunch & Learn, SLC, UT)

Technique A

●
Hold the mouse at the base of the tail

●
Gently push the pelvis down to control the mouse from any movement during the injection

●
Have your syringe and needle parallel to the hind leg (there is an extra fold of skin at the hindquarter)

●
Aspirate and inject

Technique A
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Technique B

●
Wrap your pinky finger around the tail on one hand to secure the mouse

●
Secure the head with the other hand

●
You can lift up the loose skin with the same hand that is securing the head

●
SQ injection can be performed in this manner

Technique B
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Pros:
You can do the SQ injection by yourself

Cons:
Make sure it is SQ and not IM (you should be able to visualize where the needle is)
