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Types of Articles in AALAS Journals
Case Report
Case Reports focus on a novel, unusual, or important clinical condition, usually in 1 animal or as a single occurrence in multiple animals (for example, a fungal infection in a frog tank), or a nonclinical situation of relevance to the AALAS membership (a Management Case Report). Case reports must include a well-substantiated diagnosis, can be descriptive in nature, and need not be accompanied by extensive characterizing investigation. Management Case Reports should describe and discuss the recognition, diagnosis, management, and implications of the situation.  The body of a Case Report contains an Introduction, a case description under the heading Case Report, and a Discussion section. Materials and Methods and Results may be included at the discretion of the authors or by request of the Editor.
Case Study
Case Studies involve multiple occurrences affecting 1 or more animals, with follow-up investigation and characterization. The body of a Case Study contains an Introduction, a description of the cases involved under the heading Case Report, and a Discussion section. Materials and Methods and Results may be included at the discretion of the authors or by request of the Editor.
Overview
Overviews are review articles that provide scholarly assessments of timely scientific topics in comparative medicine or laboratory animal science. Overviews typically are similar in length to Research Reports. The body of an Overview includes an Introduction; additional sections, headings, and subheadings as necessary to guide readers; and a Discussion (or Conclusions) section.

Research Report
Research Reports present original, hypothesis-driven research or technologic advances. Technical reports must include validating data and cannot be solely descriptive. Research Reports typically are 5 to 10 printed pages (approximately 700 words per printed page) in length, exclusive of references. The body of a Research Reports comprises Introduction, Materials and Methods, Results, and Discussion sections.
Letter to the Editor
Letters to the Editor discuss material published in the previous 3 issues of an AALAS journal. The format of a Letter to the Editor is at the authors’ discretion. The original article must be cited, as may additional references as needed. Letters to the Editor may not be acknowledged upon receipt nor may their authors be notified prior to publication. The authors of the original article typically will be given a chance to respond in the same issue as the Letter to the Editor is published. Whether published in full or in part, Letters to the Editor are subject to editing for clarity and space.
